	Summary
Brentwood Borough Council has been working in partnership with Orchestras Live and the Royal Philharmonic Orchestra for some 6 years to undertake community music and education projects with professional musicians at minimal cost to the council.

Following the success of the 2006 Alchemy Music and Film Project, Brentwood Borough Council has furthered its relationship with the Royal Philharmonic Orchestra (RPO), and Orchestras Live by undertaking an ambitious orchestral and dance project.  


	Outline of achievement or improvement delivered
Members of local dance groups worked alongside a choreographer and composer to create new music and dance pieces to be performed together live with members of the RPO. The result was an incredible piece of performance completely artistically influenced by the young local dancers. The performance was held at a concert at the Brentwood Centre on November 9th, alongside a variety of additional performances from local schools and performing arts groups. 

This has encouraged local participation in arts and cultural activity.

	How was this delivered?
In particular, the 2008 project proved incredible value for money, with the Council contributing £11,000 of the £44,000 total project costs. The majority of funds were raised through match funding obtained through a subscription with Orchestras Live and other grant aid. 


	What are the prospects for further improvement?

The council maintains its relationship with Orchestras Live and the RPO and are hoping to explore the use of unexpected public spaces for orchestral performances to enhance the music’s accessibility to new audiences locally, with a complimentary arts educational programme. 


	Learning

The concert was deemed successful due to its accessibility both in ticket price and its artistic concert in making a high quality arts experience in the form of orchestral music appealing to community audiences
