The event didn’t have a sale approach it was arranged to only promote good health in a physical way rather than mental health. 	Localism Bill

DC informed the group that the Localism Bill was published in December by central government. During the summer the Localism Bill is planned for a Royal Assent. DC has checked through The Localism Bill and informed the group the range of measures it includes: seek to empower communities, decentralise and strengthen local democracy, reform the planning system, and reform the social housing system. Measures included as part of the reform of the planning system include:

· The formal abolition of Regional Spatial Strategies; 
· Changes to the Community Infrastructure Levy regulations; 

· Simplification of the examination process and procedures for plan production; 

· The introduction of Neighbourhood Plans which will fit within the Council’s Local Development Framework.  These plans will enable local communities to permit development in certain instances (through a Neighbourhood Development Order) without the need for planning applications.  However, the plans will need to be in accordance with national and local strategic guidelines and plans; 

· The introduction of a Community Right to Build which will enable local communities to take forward development in their area without planning permission, subject to meeting certain safeguards and securing 50 per cent support of the community through a referendum; 

· The introduction of a duty to cooperate to ensure that local authorities and public bodies cooperate with each other; 

· The introduction of a requirement for prospective developers to consult local communities before large planning applications are submitted; 

· Changes to enforcement to reduce abuse of the system; and 

· The replacement of the Infrastructure Planning Commission with a fast-track process for major infrastructure projects based on National Policy Statements (which are to be approved by Parliament) 
LS raised concerns that this group will need to help ensure the public, members and officers are fully aware of the needs and changes.

LS will send to the group The Localism Bill white paper for feed back to be shared at the next meeting.

David,
Sorry | haven't replied to this sooner but its just been one of those weeks.

As | explained over the phone last week | wasn't aware that | was required to give a
report on cycling infrastructure until | received this email so have had very little time to
do any proper research to find out what ECC, Cycling England etc are up to. | would
be grateful if you could make this clear to the members of the Place Shaping Group
at your meeting tomorrow and let them know that | will try and get more information
for the next meeting.

What | do know is that, whilst working on the Green Infrastructure Strategy, Tai and
myself have mapped all the existing cycleways in the district and also produced a
suggested network of new routes, primarily in the built up areas of Maldon, Heybridge
and Burnham. This will need to be consulted on with local residents, parish councils
etc as part of the LDF and we will need to discuss it with ECC, Cycling England,
Sustrans and any other relevant interest groups to see how we can take it forward.

| see that the Government have just launched a Local Sustainable Transport Fund
which is partly aimed at improving walking and cycling routes. We cannot apply to this
fund but ECC can so | will contact them to see if they have any plans to take this up.
As part of this fund ECC will receive £80,000 for 2011/12 to deliver Bikeability training
to 2000 children.

Other than receiving Central Government or Lottery Funding we will have to rely on
contributions from developers to implement new cycling routes, which will have to be
agreed on a case by case basis as and when new developments are proposed.

Finally, the section of National Cycle Route 1, which passes through Maldon on its
way from Dover to the Shetlands Islands, was signposted last October and | am
about to install 5 new signs in and around the Heybridge area directing walkers and
cyclists to EIms Farm Park, Oak Tree Meadow and Heybridge Basin. These 5 signs
have come about as a result of the Parish Paths Partnership Scheme and an ongoing
partnership between Heybridge PC, MDC and ECC to improve the footpath and
cycleway network in the Heybridge area. ECC have funded the signs and they will be
installed by volunteers under MDC staff supervision.
